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Preface

Taiwan’s National Health Insurance program was implemented in March 1995. Since then, the
program’s initial goal of universal participation and equal-opportunity medical care was fulfilled.
National Health Insurance falls under the category of social insurance, and the national insurance
program is implemented in the spirit of mutual social assistance. It provides several measures to
protect the unemployed, the poor, and victims of disasters. Moreover, by safeguarding the right of
the underprivileged to have access to medical care, the program maintains social order and provides
security during times of economic uncertainty.

Four objectives are stressed in the National Health Insurance program’s implementation: (1)
universal coverage and equal access to health care; (2) financial balance and long-term
sustainability; (3) bringing about social consensus that guarantees the right to medical treatment; (4)
better medical care quality and better health for all citizens. On the basis of principles of
self-help/mutual-help and risk-sharing, the NHI greatly reduces financial burdens on the general
public. The NHI renders medical benefits to the insured and their dependents in times of illness,
injury, and childbirth, thus ensuring that all people enjoy comprehensive healthcare that includes
outpatient services, hospitalization, home care, community rehabilitation, and hospice care.

The second-generation National Health Insurance was implemented on January 1, 2013. The
NHI system has faced several challenges in the past, including financial crisis, inadequate
information transparency, uneven levels of participation by the public and overutilization. The
revisions to the National Health Insurance Act that created the second-generation system introduced
several reforms to address these issues. Among them: setting up a mechanism to balance revenues
and expenditures; imposing more responsibility on the government for the system’s finances;
enhancing care for the disadvantaged; encouraging providers to disclose information on medical
quality; expanding public participation; and establishing diversified payment systems to ensure
universal access to care. The second-generation system will not only spread the insurance premium
burden more fairly, it will also adopt a mechanism that automatically links between revenues and
expenditures, an important step in ensuring the health insurance program’s sustainability. It also
strengthens the medical services available to disadvantaged groups and residents of remote areas of
the country. As for information transparency, the new system encourages health care institutions to
release information on medical quality and their financial statements to the public. Another one of
the reforms is to grant the right to health care of inmates at correctional facilities and cover them
under the NHI program. The second-generation reform, which aspires to “improve quality, care for
the disadvantaged, ensure the health insurance system’s sustainability, and set an international
benchmark,” will continue to provide Taiwan’s residents with comprehensive medical services and
equal access to care.
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As a key component of the ROC’s social security system, NHI is a program that deeply
concerns the general public. To promote widespread public understanding of the NHI program, the
NHIA (formerly the BNHI) compiles and publishes a yearly ‘National Health Insurance Annual
Statistical Report’ for the reference of interested parties in all sectors (the first Report was issued in
1995, the year of NHI’s inception). The 2021 Report is divided into two parts, namely, (1) abstract
and statistical analysis and (2) statistical tables. The abstract and statistical analysis includes the
main ideas of NHI statistics and the related analysis for 2021, the statistical tables are comprised of
two parts, namely, the time series statistics and statistics 2021. The statistics 2021 were published
electronically to conserve energy and reduce carbon emissions.
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Explanatory Notes

. The term "year" as it occurs in this report refers to the calendar year lasting from 1 January
through 31 December. The term "end of the year" refers to the end of December of the year
under discussion.

. Content demanding special explanation is clarified in footnotes appended to the tables.

. Some data are rounded off to the nearest whole number (with 0.5 included as 1). Slight
discrepancies may therefore be seen between sub-figures and their grand totals.

. The text of this report is presented in bilingual form (Chinese-English) for reference by readers
abroad and in the interest of international data sharing.

. In the event of any discrepancies between figures in this report and those in reports previously
published by the National Health Insurance Administration, the figures in this report should be
considered correct.

. As used in this report, the symbol "-" means no numerical value, "0" means numerical value of

less than half unit, "..." represents data not shown or uncertain data.
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I. Abstract 2021

1. Enrollment and Underwriting

(1) The average annual increase of beneficiaries was 0.3% over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, there were 23,861 thousand beneficiaries, a decrease of 126
thousand, or 0.5% from the previous year. There has been an average annual increase
of 0.3% over the past ten years.

(2) The percentage of female beneficiaries was 50.6%, higher than the 49.4% for
male beneficiaries.

At the end of 2021, 11,782 thousand (49.4%) beneficiaries were male and 12,079
thousand (50.6%) beneficiaries were female. In terms of age group, there were more
male beneficiaries than females in the under 35 age groups, whereas females
outnumbered males in the 35 and over age groups.

(3) Beneficiaries in the 65 and over age group increased by 164 thousand from the
previous year.

There were 2,853 thousand (12.0%) beneficiaries in the under 15 age group at the
end of 2021, 17,115 thousand (71.7%) in the 15-64 age group, and 3,893 thousand
(16.3%) in the 65 and over age group. Compared with the previous vyear,
beneficiaries in the 65 and over age group increased by 164 thousand.

(4) The average insured payroll-related amount for Categories 1 to 3 totaled to
NT$40,1109.

At the end of 2021, the average insured payroll-related amount for Categories 1 to 3
totaled to NT$40,119, an increase of 2.0% from the previous year. The average
annual increase was 1.8% over the past ten years. The average insured payroll-related
amounts for Categories 1 to 3 were NT$45,763, NT$27,415 and NT$24,000,
respectively.

(5) The average insured payroll-related amount for males was NT$43,756, which
was higher than the NT$36,453 for females.

At the end of 2021, the average insured payroll-related amount for males was
NT$43,756, which was higher than the average amount of NT$36,453 for females.
Males showed higher average insured payroll-related amounts than females across all
age groups, of which, the first two largest difference occurred in the 45-49 and 50-54
age groups, with the difference in amount surpassing NT$10,000.

2. Financial Status
(1) General premiums receivable were NT$567 billion, with a collection rate of 98.1%.
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General premiums receivable totaled NT$567 billion in 2021, while general
premiums collected totaled NT$556 billion. The total collection rate was 98.1%.

(2) Supplementary premiums totaled NT$58 billion.

Supplementary premiums totaled NT$58 billion in 2021. NT$31 billion came from
group insurance applicants and NT$27 billion from the beneficiaries.

(3) Delinquency charges receivable totaled NT$230 million, with a collection rate of 72.0%o.

Delinquency charges receivable totaled NT$230 million in 2021, NT$165 million
was collected, for a collection rate of 72.0%.

(4) On an accrual basis, the deficit was NT$16 billion.

An overview of financial income and expenditure shows that, on an accrual basis,
insurance revenues totaled NT$717 billion in 2021, an increase of 13.3% from the
previous year. Insurance costs totaled NT$733 billion, an increase of 4.6% from the
previous year. The deficit was NT$16 billion, which was offset using the reserve

fund pursuant to law. Therefore the reserve fund accumulated balance in 2021 was
NT$94 billion.

3. Contracting and Management of Medical Care Institutions

(1) The average annual increase of contracted medical care institutions was 1.5%
over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, the total number of contracted medical care institutions was
29,802, an increase of 412 (1.4%) from the previous year. The average annual
increase was 1.5% over the past ten years.

(2) New Taipei City had the largest number of contracted medical care institutions
at 4,726, while Lienchiang County had the fewest at 10.

At the end of 2021, New Taipei City had the largest number of contracted medical
care institutions at 4,726, followed by Taichung City at 4,306, Taipei City at 3,899,
and Kaohsiung City at 3,765, which all exceeded 3,500; Lienchiang County had the
fewest number at 10, followed by Kinmen County at 66.

(3) The percentage of hospitals and clinics contracted was 92.4%; the highest for
Hualien County was 99.0%.

At the end of 2021, 92.4% of hospitals and clinics had entered into contracts with the
NHIA. In terms of locale, Hualien County had the highest percentage of hospitals
and clinics contracted at 99.0%, while Taipei City had the lowest percentage at
79.8%.

(4) The total number of beds in contracted medical care institutions increased by
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0.4% on average per year over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, the total number of beds in contracted medical care institutions
was 152,878, an increase of 1,707 from the previous year. The average annual
increase was 0.4% over the past ten years. There were 126,168 insured beds and
26,710 partially insured beds.

(5) The percentage of insured beds in contracted medical care institutions was 82.5%.

At the end of 2021, the percentage of insured beds in contracted medical care
institutions was 82.5%. In terms of contracted category, the percentage of insured
beds in academic medical centers was 74.5%, 78.1% for metropolitan hospitals,
86.9% for local community hospitals and 100.0% for physician clinics.

(6) Taichung City had the most beds in contracted medical care institutions at
20,677, while Lienchiang County had the fewest beds at 52.

At the end of 2021, Taichung City had the most beds in contracted medical care
Institutions at 20,677, followed by Taipei City at 20,639, and Kaohsiung City at
20,207. Lienchiang County had the fewest beds at 52, followed by Kinmen County at
323, and Penghu County at 537.

(7) 230 cases were found to have committed violations in contracted medical care
institutions; the most (80 cases) were penalized with suspension of contract.

In 2021, 230 cases were found to have committed violations in contracted medical
care institutions, of which, the largest group of violators consisted of medical care
institutions that were penalized with suspension of contract (80 cases), 78 were
penalized with corrections, 49 were penalized with penalties, and 23 were penalized
with termination of contract.

4. Medical Benefits

(1) Physician clinics had the most medical points for outpatient services, while
academic medical centers had the most medical points for inpatient services.

The total medical points in 2021 amounted to 784 billion points, an increase of 0.5%
from the previous year. Of which, the total requested points amounted to 745 billion
and copayment points amounted to 39 billion. The total outpatient medical points
amounted to 548 billion, and physician clinics had the largest proportion of medical
points at 38.2%; the total inpatient medical points amounted to 236 billion, and
academic medical centers had the largest proportion of medical points at 42.6%.

(2) In terms of average medical points per case, males had a higher amount than
females in all age groups for both outpatient and inpatient services.

In 2021, the average medical points per outpatient case were 1,939 for males,
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surpassing that of females, who had 1,593 points. The average medical points per
inpatient case were 82,794 for males, surpassing that of females, who had 69,011
points. Based on age group, males had a higher amount than females in all age groups
for both outpatient and inpatient services.

(3) Physician clinics accounted for the largest proportion of approved medical

benefits for outpatient services, while academic medical centers accounted for
the largest proportion for inpatient services.

In 2021, the total approved medical benefits amounted to 744 billion points, of which
518 billion points for outpatient services and 226 billion points for inpatient services.
Physician clinics had the highest amount of approved outpatient benefits at 174
billion points, as for the average benefits per approved case, academic medical
centers had the highest amount of 3,813 points; academic medical centers had the
highest amount of approved inpatient benefits at 97 billion points, as for the average
benefits per approved case, academic medical centers had the highest amount of
92,506 points.

Cancer accounted for the largest proportion of medical points for major
ilinesses/injuries. In terms of average medical points per capita, hereditary
coagulation factor deficiency ranked the highest.

At the end of 2021, the number of valid major illnesses/injuries certificates issued
was 992 thousand. Total medical points of major illnesses/injuries in 2021 amounted
to 237 billion points. The top three conditions were, respectively, cancer, uremia, and
dependence on respirator. Outpatient services amounted to 137 billion points; cancer
ranked the first highest, followed by uremia. Inpatient services amounted to 100
billion points; cancer ranked the highest, followed by dependence on respirator. In
terms of average medical points per capita, hereditary coagulation factor deficiency
ranked the highest for both outpatient and inpatient services.

Cancer accounted for the largest proportion of medical points for major
illnesses/injuries for both genders for outpatient services. In terms of average
medical points per capita, hereditary coagulation factor deficiency ranked the
highest for males and uremia ranked the highest for females.

The total outpatient medical points for major illnesses/injuries filed by males
amounted to 72 billion points in 2021, and those filed by females amounted to 66
billion points. For both genders, cancer accounted for the largest proportion of all and
was followed by uremia. In terms of outpatient average medical points per capita for
major illnesses/injuries, hereditary coagulation factor deficiency ranked the highest for
males, followed by rare disease; uremia ranked the highest for females, followed by rare
disease.
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(6) Cancer accounted for the largest proportion of medical points for major
ilinesses/injuries for both genders for inpatient services. In terms of average
medical points per capita, hereditary coagulation factor deficiency ranked the
highest for both genders.

The total inpatient medical points on major illnesses/injuries filed by males amounted
to 57 billion points, and those filed by females amounted to 43 billion points. Cancer
ranked the highest for inpatient services and was followed by dependence on
respirator for both genders. In terms of inpatient average medical points per capita
for major illnesses/injuries, hereditary coagulation factor deficiency ranked the
highest for both genders, burns ranked second for males; dependence on respirator
ranked second for females.

(7) In terms of average copayments per case, academic medical centers had the
highest amount both in outpatient and inpatient services.

The average copayments per case were NT$109 for outpatient services and
NT$6,152 for inpatient services in 2021. Academic medical centers had the highest
amount both in outpatient and inpatient services (NT$367 for outpatient and
NT$7,471 for inpatient).

(8) In terms of average copayments per case, males had a higher amount than
females in all age groups for both outpatient and inpatient services.

In 2021, the average copayments per outpatient case were NT$110 for males and
NT$107 for females; the average copayments per inpatient case were NT$6,456 for
males and NT$5,829 for females. Males showed higher amounts than females in all
age groups for both outpatient and inpatient services. The most significant difference
was seen in the 45-64 age group, at NT$1,090 per inpatient case.

(9) The approval rate for reimbursement of self-advanced medical expenses was
27.2%.

In terms of reimbursement of self-advanced medical expenses, the total requested
amount was NT$1,113 million in 2021, a decrease of 9.5% from the previous year.
The total approved amount was NT$303 million, a decrease of 2.9% from the
previous year. The approval rate was 27.2%. Of which, NT$71 million was requested
for outpatient services with an approval rate of 36.8%, NT$31 million for emergency
services with an approval rate of 47.5%, and NT$1,010 million for inpatient services
with an approval rate of 25.9%.

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[11. Statistical Analysis

1. Enrollment and Underwriting

The National Health Insurance (NHI) program is a mandatory, single-payer social
health insurance system, founded on the principle that all people should have equal access to
health care services. Under the NHI scheme, beneficiaries are divided into six categories
and each category differs in its insured payroll-related amount, general premium
contribution rate, and premium calculation method. Applications are to be made at the
agency, school, enterprise, institution, employer, group, or designated departments to which

the insured belongs.
(1) Beneficiaries
I. The average annual increase of beneficiaries was 0.3% over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, there were 23,861 thousand beneficiaries, a decrease of 126
thousand, or 0.5% from the previous year. There has been an average annual increase

of 0.3% over the past ten years.

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When broken down by beneficiary category, Category 1 had the highest number
of beneficiaries at 14,325 thousand, followed by Category 2 at 3,623 thousand,
Category 6 at 3,516 thousand, Category 3 at 2,011 thousand, Category 5 at 287
thousand and Category 4 at 98 thousand.
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In terms of change from the previous year, Category 1 experienced the largest
increase at 63 thousand people, followed by Category 2 with 23 thousand people,
while other categories showed a decreasing trend. Category 6 fell by 142 thousand
people, followed by Category 3 with a decrease of 64 thousand people, Category 5
with 5 thousand people, and Category 4 with 1 thousand people.

ii. The percentage of female beneficiaries was 50.6%, higher than the 49.4% for
male beneficiaries.

At the end of 2021, 11,782 thousand (49.4%) beneficiaries were male and 12,079
thousand (50.6%) beneficiaries were female. In terms of age group, there were more
male beneficiaries than females in the under 35 age groups, whereas females
outnumbered males in the 35 and over age groups, of which, there was the largest
difference of 212 thousand occurring in the 75 and over age group.

There were 2,853 thousand (12.0%) beneficiaries in the under 15 age group at the
end of 2021, 17,115 thousand (71.7%) in the 15-64 age group, and 3,893 thousand
(16.3%) in the 65 and over age group. The number of beneficiaries in the under 15 age
group decreased by 61 thousand from the previous year. Beneficiaries in the 15-64 age
group also decreased by 229 thousand; However, beneficiaries in the 65 and over age
group increased by 164 thousand.

When broken down by locale using the mailing addresses of the group insurance
applicants to which the beneficiaries belong, Taipei City had the highest number of
beneficiaries at 4,902 thousand, followed by New Taipei City, Taichung City and
Kaohsiung City, all with over 2.5 million, while Lienchiang County had the smallest

number of beneficiaries.

If compared with the previous year, Hsinchu County showed the largest increase
with 12 thousand beneficiaries, followed by Hsinchu City with 11 thousand and
Taoyuan City with 1 thousand. Taipei City had the largest decrease with 30 thousand.
Among all locales, Hsinchu County had the largest rate of increase at 2.3%, while
Chiayi County had the largest rate of decrease at 1.8%.

(2) The Insured Payroll-Related Amount

I. The average insured payroll-related amount for Categories 1 to 3 totaled to
NT$40,119; the average annual increase of the insured payroll-related amount
was 1.8% over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, the average insured payroll-related amount for Categories 1 to
3 totaled to NT$40,119, an increase of 2.0% from the previous year. The average
annual increase was 1.8% over the past ten years. The average insured payroll-related
amounts for Categories 1 to 3 were NT$45,763, NT$27,415 and NT$24,000,
respectively. The insured payroll-related amount does not apply to the insured in
Categories 4, 5 and 6. The average premium was NT$1,825 for Categories 4 and 5,
and was NT$1,377 for Category 6.

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2. Financial Status

The main source of revenue for the National Health Insurance program is premium
revenue, which is contributed collectively by beneficiaries, group insurance applicants, and
the government. Factors such as aging of the overall domestic population, introduction of
new medical technologies, enhanced care for severely ill patients, and improved healthcare
quality have all led to substantial increases in medical expenditures. To reduce the financial
deficit, the NHIA has continued to implement various measures for broadening the
program’s sources of income and decreasing expenditure, including the adoption of the
second-generation NHI system on January 1, 2013. Under the new system, supplementary
premiums are now collected on six types of income not previously included in premium
calculations, and the minimum rate of government contribution is now clearly specified. All
of these measures serve to stabilize NHI’s finances and to ensure the program’s long-term
sustainability.

(1) Premium Collection

i. General premiums receivable were NT$567 billion, with a collection rate of
98.1%.

General premiums receivable totaled NT$567 billion in 2021, while general
premiums collected totaled NT$556 billion. The total collection rate was 98.1%.
General premiums receivable from the insured and group insurance applicants totaled
NT$449 billion (NT$21 billion was from government subsidies to specific targets),
and NT$438 billion was collected (NT$21 billion was from government subsidies to
specific targets), for a collection rate of 97.6%. General premiums receivable from the
government (statutory government subsidies) totaled NT$118 billion, and NT$118
billion was collected, for a collection rate 100.0%.

Supplementary premiums totaled NT$58 billion in 2021. NT$31 billion came
from group insurance applicants and NT$27 billion from the beneficiaries. The latter
included NT$11 billion for stock dividends, NT$9 billion for bonuses exceeding four
times the insured payroll-related amount, NT$3 billion for rental income, NT$2 billion
for wages from second or part-time jobs, NT$1 billion for ad hoc professional fees and

income and NT$0.5 billion for interest income.

Group insurance applicants, beneficiaries and premium withholder should pay
delinquency charges in the case where they pay late premiums. Delinquency charges
receivable totaled NT$230 million in 2021, NT$165 million was collected, for a
collection rate of 72.0%. Of which, the delinquency charges receivable of general
premiums totaled NT$195 million, NT$149 million was collected, for a collection rate
of 76.4%. The delinquency charges receivable of supplementary premiums totaled
NT$34 million, NT$16 million was collected, for a collection rate of 47.5%.

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(2) Financial Income and Expenditure

On an accrual basis, the deficit was NT$16 billion.

An overview of financial income and expenditure shows that, on an accrual basis,
insurance revenues totaled NT$717 billion in 2021, an increase of 13.3% from the
previous year. The average annual increase in the most recent decade was 3.7%. Of
which premium revenues were NT$699 billion or 97.5%, being the largest proportion of
insurance revenues. Insurance costs totaled NT$733 billion, an increase of 4.6% from
the previous year. The average annual increase in the most recent decade was 4.7%. Of
which medical benefits were NT$727 billion or 99.2%, being the largest proportion of
insurance costs. The deficit was NT$16 billion, which was offset using the reserve fund
pursuant to law. Therefore the reserve fund accumulated balance in 2021 was NT$94
billion.

The “general premiums receivable” in this chapter refers to the premium amount corrected based on the
queries/requests by the insured or the group insurance applicants. It does not include supplementary
premiums, the shortage of the 36 percent of the annual health insurance budget, the lowest amount which
should be burdened by the government according to law, and delinquency charges receivable.

. The “general premiums collected” in this chapter does not include supplementary premiums, the shortage

of the 36 percent of the annual health insurance budget, the lowest amount which should be burdened by
the government according to law, and delinquency charges collected.

The “government subsidies to specific targets” in this chapter refers to the separately-budgeted
government subsidies for premium payments, which were originally payable by the insured or the group
insurance applicants pursuant to the NHI Act.

The “statutory government subsidies” in this chapter refers to the subsidy amount payable by the
government pursuant to Article 27 of the NHI Act.
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3. Contracting and Management of Medical Care Institutions

Contracted medical care institutions are categorized as contracted hospitals, clinics,

pharmacies and other medical care institutions appointed by the competent authorities.
These medical care institutions include medical laboratories, home nursing cares, midwifery
institutions, psychiatric rehabilitation institutions, physical therapy clinics, occupational
therapy clinics, medical radiology centers and respiratory care agencies.

(1) Contracted Medical Care Institutions

I. The average annual increase of contracted medical care institutions was 1.5%

over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, the total number of contracted medical care institutions was
29,802, an increase of 412 (1.4%) from the previous year. The average annual increase
was 1.5% over the past ten years. There were 474 hospitals, 21,205 clinics, and 8,123
other medical care institutions.

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. The number of pharmacies and clinics increased by 255 and 62, respectively.

Among contracted hospitals at the end of 2021, there were 469 hospitals, 4
Chinese medicine hospitals and 1 dental hospital. Compared with the previous year,
the number of hospitals decreased by 2, while the number of dental hospitals increased
by 1.The number of Chinese medicine hospitals remained the same. Among contracted
clinics, clinics had the largest number at 10,591, followed by dental clinics at 6,794,
and then Chinese medicine clinics at 3,820. Compared with the previous year, clinics
had the largest increase at 62, followed by dental clinics at 27, and Chinese medicine
clinics at 20. Among other medical care institutions, pharmacies were the most
numerous at 6,868 and experienced the largest increase, increased by 255 from the
previous year. There were a total of 1,255 other medical care institutions, including
medical laboratories, home nursing cares, midwifery institutions, psychiatric
rehabilitation institutions, physical therapy clinics, occupational therapy clinics,
medical radiology centers and respiratory care agencies. This total increased by 49
compared to the previous year.

iii. New Taipei City had the largest number of contracted medical care institutions
at 4,726, while Lienchiang County had the fewest at 10.
In terms of locale, New Taipei City had the largest number of contracted medical
care institutions at 4,726 at the end of 2021, followed by Taichung City at 4,306,
Taipei City at 3,899, and Kaohsiung City at 3,765, which all exceeded 3,500;
Lienchiang County had the fewest number at 10, followed by Kinmen County at 66.

Compared with the previous year, institutions in Kinmen County decreased by 2.
Nantou County, Miaoli County and Lienchiang County all decreased by 1. Institutions
in other locales increased with New Taipei City experiencing the highest increase at
86. This was followed by Taichung City at 76, then Taoyuan City at 65.

iv. The percentage of hospitals and clinics contracted was 92.4%; the highest for
Hualien County was 99.0%.

At the end of 2021, 92.4% of hospitals and clinics had entered into contracts with
the NHIA. In terms of locale, Hualien County had the highest percentage of hospitals
and clinics contracted at 99.0%, followed by Chiayi County and Penghu County both
at 98.9% and Miaoli County at 98.7%. The lowest percentage of which was Taipei
City at 79.8%, followed by Lienchiang County at 83.3%.

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(2) Insured Beds
I. The total number of beds in contracted medical care institutions increased by
0.4% on average per year over the past ten years.

At the end of 2021, the total number of beds in contracted medical care
institutions was 152,878, an increase of 1,707 from the previous year. The average
annual increase was 0.4% over the past ten years. There were 126,168 insured beds
and 26,710 partially insured beds. Compared with the previous year, the number of
insured and partially insured beds increased by 1,303 and 404, respectively.

At the end of 2021, the percentage of insured beds in contracted medical care
institutions was 82.5%. In terms of contracted category, the percentage of insured beds
in academic medical centers was 74.5%, 78.1% for metropolitan hospitals, 86.9% for
local community hospitals and 100.0% for physician clinics. Compared with the
previous year, local community hospitals experienced a decrease of 0.2 percentage
points and metropolitan hospitals experienced a decrease of 0.1 percentage points,
while the others remained the same.

increased by 1,577 and 130 from the previous year, respectively.

Based on type of bed, there were 136,026 acute beds at the end of 2021. Of
which, 109,957 were insured beds and 26,069 were partially insured beds. Chronic
beds numbered 16,852, of which 16,211 were insured beds and 641 were partially
insured beds.

Compared with the previous year, the number of acute beds increased by 1,577,
of which the number of insured and partially insured beds increased by 1,173 and 404,
respectively. The number of chronic beds increased by 130, which were insured beds.

At the end of 2021, the proportion of insured acute beds was 74.4%; the
proportion of insured chronic beds was 96.2%. Compared with the previous year, the
proportion of insured acute beds experienced a decrease of 0.1 percentage points,
while the proportion of insured chronic beds remained the same.

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(3) Management of Contracted Medical Care Institutions

Since its establishment, the NHIA has been supervising contracted medical care
institutions to maintain the quality of the medical service for beneficiaries. In addition,
the NHIA also strengthens violation reviews and manages abnormal activities according
to the “Regulations Governing Contracting and Management of National Health
Insurance Medical Care Institutions”. The reviews focus on severe violations such as
fraud that falsely claims insurance benefits. When appropriate, the NHIA assists related
judicial authorities in the investigation of serious offenses committed by contracted
medical care institutions.

230 cases were found to have committed violations in contracted medical care
institutions; the most (80 cases) were penalized with suspension of contract.

In 2021, 230 cases were found to have committed violations in contracted medical
care institutions, an increase of 23 cases (11.1%) from the previous year. Of which, the
largest group of violators consisted of medical care institutions that were penalized with
suspension of contract (80 cases), 78 were penalized with corrections, 49 were penalized
with penalties, and 23 were penalized with termination of contract.

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4. Medical Benefits

The National Health Insurance System has comprehensively implemented a global
budget payment system on medical expenses since July 2002. The medical benefits under
the global budget payment system are paid primarily on the basis of service volume. To
elevate the quality of healthcare services and promote better health, the NHIA gradually
additionally introduced the “Case Payment” and “Pay for Performance” systems. Furthermore,
to improve the effectiveness of healthcare services and provide complete holistic care, the
NHIA implemented the Tw-DRGs (Taiwan Diagnosis Related Groups) payment system in
January 2010, followed by a second stage of the program, which has been in effect since
July 2014.

According to the “Regulations Governing Declaration and Payment of Medical
Expenses and Examination of Medical Care Services for National Health Insurance”,
monthly medical expense applications of cases serviced by a contracted medical care
institution should be submitted by the 20th of the month following the service. Electronic
applications are divided in two periods: from the 1st to the 15th of the month and from the
16th to the end of the month. Relevant documents (summary reports) should be submitted
by the 5th and the 20th of the following month when applying online or via electronic
media. Reporting of hospitalizations is handled as per the “Reporting Format and Form
Completion Instructions for Contracted Medical Care Institution Inpatient Expenses”.
Except in unusual circumstances, a maximum of 92 days (inclusive) can be reported at one
time for medical expenses. In cases where hospitalization was less than 92 days, reporting
should be done as one lump sum at time of discharge.

The contracted medical care institutions should complete filing within the specified
period. For institutions that have left no incomplete applications or errors therein, the
insurer should process the provisional payments within the specified time limit after having
received the documents and should deliver the reviewed results within 60 days. If the results
cannot be delivered on time, a provisional payment of the full amount should be made. Any
disagreement with the review results of the medical services raised by the contracted
medical care institutions may be disputed within 60 days from the arrival of the notice from
the insurer. The insurer should review the disputed cases within 60 days of receiving such
complaints. If a contracted medical care institution disagrees with the disputed results, it
may apply to the National Health Insurance Dispute Mediation Committee for a second
review pursuant to the “National Health Insurance Dispute Mediation Regulations”.

The average medical points per case amounted to 1,747 for outpatient services and
75,819 for inpatient services. The average length of stay was 9.58 days.

i. Physician clinics had the most medical points for outpatient services, while
academic medical centers had the most medical points for inpatient services.

In terms of contracted category, physician clinics had the most medical points for
outpatient services in 2021 at 209 billion points (38.2%), followed by academic
medical centers at 134 billion, metropolitan hospitals at 130 billion and local
community hospitals at 75 billion (together accounting for 61.8%). Academic medical
centers had the most medical points for inpatient services at 101 billion points (42.6%),
followed by metropolitan hospitals at 92 billion (39.1%), local community hospitals at
42 billion (17.7%) and physician clinics at 1 billion (0.6%).

The average medical points per outpatient case were, in descending order, 4,420
for academic medical centers, 3,211 for metropolitan hospitals, 2,463 for local
community hospitals, and 985 for physician clinics. The average medical points per
inpatient case were, in descending order, 96,376 for academic medical centers, 68,812
for metropolitan hospitals, 61,358 for local community hospitals, and 29,818 for
physician clinics.

In terms of global budget payment system, hospitals had the most medical points

in 2021 at 538 billion (304 billion for outpatient services and 235 billion for inpatient

services) or 68.6%, followed by physician clinics at 119 billion (117 billion for

outpatient services and 1 billion for inpatient services) or 15.1%, Chinese medicine at
27 billion, dentistry at 45 billion, and dialysis at 48 billion.

The total inpatient expenses in 2021 amounted to 229 billion points. Ward fees
accounted for the largest proportion of expenses, while surgical fees were second
largest, and drug fees were third. Inpatient expenses totaled 125 billion points for
males. Ward fees accounted for the largest proportion of expenses, followed by drug
fees and then special medical supply fees. Inpatient expenses totaled 105 billion points
for females.

(2) Approved Medical Benefits

Physician clinics accounted for the largest proportion of approved medical benefits
for outpatient services, while academic medical centers accounted for the largest
proportion for inpatient services.

In 2021, the total approved medical benefits amounted to 744 billion points, of

which 518 billion points for outpatient services and 226 billion points for inpatient

services.

Based on contracted category, physician clinics had the highest amount of

approved outpatient benefits in 2021 at 174 billion points, followed by academic medical

centers at 116 billion points. As for the average benefits per approved case, academic

medical centers had the highest amount of 3,813 points, followed by metropolitan

hospitals at 2,746 points.
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Academic medical centers had the highest amount of approved inpatient benefits in
2021 at 97 billion points, followed by metropolitan hospitals at 88 billion points. As for
the average benefits per approved case, academic medical centers had the highest
amount of 92,506 points, followed by metropolitan hospitals at 65,269 points.

In terms of average medical points per capita for major illnesses/injuries in 2021,
hereditary coagulation factor deficiency ranked the highest at 2,915 thousand points
